» A hold is automatically placed on the
student’s university account until fine is
paid.

» After citations are paid, holds are
removed automatically on a pre-set
schedule.

» I mmobilizations / Boots

» A vehicle is eligible for immobilization the day
after it accumulates the third unpaid citation.
