Keys
Every resident is given a key at check-in, and 

they are responsible for maintaining 

possession of the key until check-out. 

" There is a fee for a staff member to unlock the door 

(each door, each time)

" $25 fee from 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.

" $50 fee from 10:00 p.m. – 8:00 a.m.

" The lost key fee is $200.00. This covers replacing the key 

and all locks associated with the lost key. Please notify your 

Property Manager or RA immediately if you lose your key.
